8. Report on Board actions taken during the year  - John Justus - Secretary  
List of approved motions      

 
·  August 10, 2006 - Discussion to create new AROC t-shirt with pocket and “Alfa Romeo 

Owners Club” on the front and new AROC logo on back.  Motion by George Linton, 2nd by 
Dave Beach.  Approved unanimously. 

 
·  September 19, 2006 Motion to approve revised Chicago bid for 2008 made by John Justus, 

2nd Eric Storhok.  Approved 10 yes, 1 Abstain, 1 did not vote. 
 

·  Late September 2006 - Chip Denyko, President, at the consent of the board sent a letter to 
Tulsa convention attendee who was charged for two suites outlining that AROC national 
was not responsible for convention hotel bookings and that he should have reviewed his 
rooms at check in for suitability.

Geller, 2nd Bob Kleinfeld.  Passed with 11 yes votes, 1 did not vote. 
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·  March 2007 – Motion to approve new insurance company with same insurance broker and 
without the terrorism coverage was approved unanimously.

Important item done during this call was approval of the slate of six directors nominated for 
Board positions as the new directors for those open positions starting in 2007. 

 
·  John J expressed appreciation for the use of Chip’s conference bridge to conduct the 

conference calls at no charge to the club and other Board members concurred.  This 
makes for a very productive session, even though the board is generally in constant 
contact through the year via e-mail. 

 
9. Treasurer’s  - Ed Geller  

a. Treasurers Report – P & L 
Club is on cash basis, so we record expenses and income as we receive them.  We have 
large insurance costs upfront, which would have us being in the black.   
Received $2000 in Tulsa convention seed money and almost $2900 as half of their profit.

Balance Sheet  
·  Question by Gene Kessler on current assets not listed for office furniture and computer 

equipment.  Ed Geller said this was expensed and not depreciated so it was not listed.   
·  John Justus said that to keep club transfer costs down when Shayna retired and Jolene 

took over, the Justuses had contributed about 2/3rds more money to buy office furniture 
and computer equipment with the understanding that in 3 years the furniture would be 
theirs.  This also allowed that to be covered under the Justus’ homeowners insurance 
policy.

b. Budget Recommendations 
·  2006 Full Year and 2008 Budget 
·  Alfa Owner printing will cost less, but because of no Ad person advertising will be less.  

Dues are computed on a membership basis of 3900. 
·  Merchandise sales lower because no new merchandise, web site store down.  Make 40-

50% on merchandise. 
·  Mailing charges and postage are expected to increase. 
·  Credit card charges, dues splits are standard. 
·  Insurance climate is steady so no increase. 
·  Web site charges are expected to increase due to probable new web master.   
·  Tax liability went up due to advertising revenue increase.   
·  Net income of almost $4500 dollars per year, which will be added to our cash reserves 

for any future unanticipated expenses.  We need a cash reserve in case membership has 
a rapid decline before we can adjust expenses.

10. AROC Administrator reports  - Jolene Justus 
a. Administrator’s report 

·  The AROC database was upgraded by John Justus to capture more member information.  
This includes more per car information for as many cars as the member has, Additional 
address information, mail vs email delivery of chapter newsletters.  In addition, 
membership in additional chapters is now limited only by the member’s desire of which 
chapters to join.  Each additional chapter requires the $10 dues split plus any chapter 
add-on dues annually. 

·  Handling time for postage for newsletter labels and merchandise has increased due to 
USPS changes for letter, flats and others.  Previously it was by weight only, now it is by 
weight and dimensions. 

·  Platinum membership has been very successful in generating extra revenue 
·  Brewster is suggesting we review the additional items we get for the upper level 

memberships.   The pins given out last year were $.90 and are now $5 so we are going 
to be doing other things.

b. Election Results 
Because we only had 6 nominees for the 6 open positions, an election was not required.

c. Membership Report, w/ Char Sommers and Joe Faherty. 
·  Char says that reviewing the reasons for drops is as important as trying to find new 

members.  While the overall membership is down only slightly, this is masked by many 
new members offsetting some of the old members who dropped. 

·  There was discussion on the membership fliers proposed by Char and Joe. The cost was 
$215/100 and $250/5000.    

·  Capital chapter has gained members this year and it has taken a lot of work.  Brewster 
wanted to stress that AROC does NOT require ownership of an Alfa, only that you 
have an interest in the marque. 

·  George Linton said NY sent out requests to departing members and only received one 
reply from a member who could no longer drive.   George offered to redo the glove box 
flyer for each chapter.  Fred Frey agreed to make changes to remove the NY and charge 
only for cost.  $275/1000 

·  Chip asked about the template to provide to chapters. 
·  Arno said to add other membership levels 
·  John J asked if we could leave the address blank for the chapters to add? 
·  Bob K asked whether we should suggest the website vs filling out a card. 
·  Several asked about getting generic cards printed.

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d. Insurance Report, Changes, Concerns (w Gene Kessler) 
·  Gene Kessler said the club was getting a new insurance underwriter, as the old one had 

discontinued motorsports.  We would keep the same agent, Naughton. 
·  There was discussion on extra fees ($100) for big events, those being large frequent club 

autocrosses with entry fees, track events etc, to somewhat offset the overall cost of the 
motorsports part of the national insurance.  Does this include autocrosses?  Probably 
Detroit is the only one making money on an autocross. Others are losing money on 
autocrosses, like New England.  This would be a “fee” to the national club, calling it a 
“sanctioning” fee.  

·  There was discussion on the reasons for club insurance.  It primarily covers directors, 
officers (national and local) plus club members from the normal run of the mill liability 
type issues.  Shayna Geller bring up that this is an umbrella policy that allows AROC to 
get the competition coverage. 

·  Events are not covered if they involve alcohol. 
·  Gene Kessler agreed to write an article for the Alfa Owner about the insurance we have.

e. 25 year member’s awards 
·  There are 23 twenty-five year plaques and one fifty year plaque this year. 
·  Eric sent a letter out to all of the chapters asking for any 50 year members that were 

known.  This was due to possible inaccuracies in the AROC database, first created many 
years after the inception of the club, plus there were some chapters, like Detroit, who 
were active prior to AROC, but then later incorporated into AROC who might have 
members with later AROC join dates, but who were actively supporting Alfa Romeo 
prior their chapter joining AROC.

f. Advertising Sales Report w/Bob Kleinfeld and Dave Beach 
·  With the removal of Norm Sipple as ad salesman in 2006, the club had no one actively 

soliciting new advertisers in 2007.  Jolene was doing monthly calls to existing 
advertisers to see if they wanted to place an ad for the upcoming Alfa Owner issue, but 
that was it. 

·  Jolene indicated that any new advertisers that had called, when she quoted the new ad 
rates to them, none had subsequently placed an ad.  She felt our rates were too high, but 
those rates had been set so as to not only cover the cost of printing/mailing that 
percentage of the Owner, but to also cover other parts of the printing/mailing. 

·  Listing of who has advertised in first half of 2007.  Listing of who is paying and if not 
paid within 3 months their ads are held. 

·  Char asked if there was a current 3 month contract.  Chip says no existing advertisers 
are on 3 month and no new advertisers have been added.

h. Merchandising plan for 2007-2008  
Having trouble finding a replacement jacket, as the old version was discontinued by the 
manufacturing company. 
New polo shirts with new AROC logo in men’s and women’s sizes are available. 
When asked if we had any merchandise for sale at the convention, the answer was “no” as 
that would be in competition with the vendors at the convention. 
Brewster brought up the “outsourcing” of the merchandise to one of our Alfa Owner 
advertisers who might be interested in doing this as fulfillment.  This of course brings up 
the issue of pitting one Alfa vendor supporter against the others and how that might affect 
the non selected ones in support of AROC. 
 

i. Report on 2006 Tulsa convention  
a. Financials

·  These are the only details given so far: 146 registrations, 13 sponsors 
·  Jolene will attempt to get additional details. 
·  Eric says the information is really needed for planning conventions.We need a 

defined process for convention accounting. 
·  Eric, we need a standard convention registration software package, and that would 

definitely help out the convention and the accounting.  Do other conventions run 
“live” budgets? 

·  Does the convention manual have a format for the final report?  This is supposed to 
be done within two months of the close of the convention. 

·  Russ suggested using the New Hampshire software for conventions. 
·  Brian Shorey and Fred Frey have volunteered to help with convention software. 

c. Comments 
Tulsa returned the $2000 seed money and half profit share of $3,351.60 to AROC 

 
11. Chapter's incorporation compliance – George Pezold  

All chapters were currently in compliance. One had to go back to the Secretary of State to 
get their status renewed, but all now in compliance. 
 

12. Tech Advisors Report  - Tech Advisors 
·  Stewart Sandeman – Present -  Said 1-2 calls per month from all over the country. Indicated 

he will continue to be a Tech Advisor 
 
·  Wes Ingram – Present - Staying busy on calls, probably also due to his business, but doesn’t 

discriminate on being AROC members.  Indicated he will continue to be a Tech Advisor. 
 
·  Tom Sahines sent in a report as he was not able to be present.  Indicated he will continue to 

be a Tech Advisor.

·  Joe Faherty says Bill Daemke (not present) does get some calls.

Brewster encouraged the Tech Advisors to put answers to unique questions in the Alfa Owner. 
Delmas indicated that Wes had already done this for the Montreal forum. 
Cheryl Braden reminds us that we need a disclaimer on tech data in the Alfa Owner.  Chip and 
others indicate this disclaimer is already in the Owner. 
 
 

13. Competition Chair report  - Russ Neely  
See attachment – Proposed Changes to AROC Competition Code 
a. Competition chair report  

These were sent to Eric Storhok, John Hoard, Bruce Colby, George Schweikle, and Peter 
Webb prior to the convention for review and are open for public comment and most will be 
tabled. 
 

b. Recommendations / Changes / Motions 
Proposal #1 – Tabled to be combined with Prop #2 for further discussion.  The displacement 
and compression of engine swaps is currently covered in these, but not the cam shaft points.  
Engine blocks are not included as they don’t really affect the performance other than 
possible size of cylinders and those are covered. 
Proposal #2 – Tabled 
Proposal #3 – Changes to wording on proposal in attachment were made.  The existing 

wording in Section 2 is broken into two parts.  The current sentence reading “No 
competition event may take place on a public road, …” is changed to read “No 
autocross may occur on public streets or roads.  Other competition events may take 
place on a public road, …” 

 Motion made by John Justus, 2nd by Eric Storhok.  Passed unanimously. 
Proposal #4 – Changes to wording on proposal in attachment were made.   “Autocrosses 

held on public streets or other venues…” was changed to “Autocrosses held on other 
venues …”  This was tabled due to inconsistencies in the distances proposed with 
SCCA. 

Proposal #5 – Motion to accept made by Ed Geller, 2nd by Eric Storhok.    Joel brings up the 
history that autocrosses are only run at basically normal driving speeds and handling 
conditions. So that helmets were designated accordingly.   Helmet ages should be 
not considered for autocrosses.  George Pezold and Eric bring up that fact that this 
discussion is not pertinent to this motion, we are only adding acceptable helmets, not 
banning any helmets.  Passed unanimously. 

Proposal #6 –  Motion to accept made by John Justus, 2nd Eric Storhok.  Passed 
unanimously.   

Proposal #7 – Section 2.X refers to Autocross and Section 3.X refers to Time Trials. 
Rollover bars must be such that a passenger is protected as well if a rollover bar is 
required.  Discussion on “what is a rollover bar” and the definition here is a 
competition approved one as opposed to a street bar.  But for the purpose of 
shoulder belts, only competition rollover bars require the dual shoulder belts and 
street type rollover bars prohibit the driver from using the dual shoulder belts. 

 Motion to accept made by Chip Denyko, 2nd by Ed Geller.  Passed unanimously 
Proposal #8 – Motion to discuss by Dave Beach, 2nd by Char Sommers. 

Discussion on what constitutes a “highly modified” car in relation to the newer 
models, like Milanos and 164s.   Currently “highly modified” includes class A and 
B.   A slightly modified Milano can get to class B without a lot of work.    
Brian Shorey proposes to make highly modified be based on the number of 
additional points added to a vehicle vs the total points.   Discussion on if the vehicle 
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is “stock” it won’t be considered “highly modified”  (example given as 8C 
Competizione)   This was tabled pending a new separate motion from Russ. 

Proposal #9 – Change to proposal in attachment as Section 20.8 should be 20.7.   
 Motion to accept made by John Justus, 2nd by Eric Storhok.  Passed unanimously 
 
Discussion by Joel Edinburg, Russ Neely, and Eric Storhok on pre-approval ????? 
Discussion on SPICA, LJET, and Motronic FI vis a vis swaps.  The SPICA to LJET should 
not be additional points just because of the FI swap, as there is basically no performance 
improvement due to the swap.  The differences in base points are due to weight and rim 
width and not because of FI swaps.   Should be a minor point adjustment and then becomes 
LJET car for figuring additional points. 
 
Brian Shorey and Eric Storhok said that we should put a notice in the Alfa Owner about 
our ongoing discussions on this.  Suggested we do this in an Alfa BB forum. 
 
Russ agreed to continue as Competition Chair. 
  

14. Report on AROC/ARI liaison – Delmas Greene 
·  Delmas continues to get calls for how to visit the museum and how to contact ARI.  There is 

a new person at the Arese museum.   
·  Alfa’s official connection with the previous service centers has been canceled.  Pending a 

couple of states that require 60 or 90 day notice to cancel, all are no longer listed as official 
Alfa service centers, the few remaining will be when the notice time expires.  You can now 
order parts directly from the ARI at AlfaRomeo.com.   Fill out the terms & conditions form 
and enter part number you can get it overnighted if you want.  Delmas to provide an article 
in the Owner.  Pricing is the same now whether you are a service center or individuals. 

·  ARI is not involved with the with Alfa’s return to the US.  This is happening through the 
Maserati organization.   Delmas has sent a letter to Englewood Cliffs and personally 
contacted them at the 8C Competizione review on Wednesday.   

·  Motion made to send 3-4 copies of Alfa Owner to Englewood Cliffs NJ Maserati site. They 
are distributing the new 8C Competizione.  Motion by Chip Denyko, 2nd Arno Leskinen.  
Passed unanimously.  Copies to James Selwa  CEO, Andrea Soriani, Marketing Director, 
and the Maserati publicity director. 

·  There was an interesting comment from Andrea about not altering the Alfa logo and we 
need to continue to be vigilant on reviewing.   No “grandfather” of old changes either. 

·  Delmas proposed an official liaison to the new organization but did not appear to be ready.  
Delmas was asking if he should be the one, or should we look for someone closer to the NJ 
site for the new org?    

·  John Justus asked about what the new org is considering their “demographics” for their 
revival in the US.  Obviously the 8C is going to be in Ferrari territory, but otherwise we 
might point out that while there are few in the club who could afford an 8C, there are a lot 
that could afford the other models proposed in the $35-60K range.  

·  No identification of the Maserati dealers who would handle the 8C and would require those 
who could handle carbon fiber cars.  That would be a subset of Maserati dealers and might 
not be the same subset as those who would handle the future standard production vehicles.

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15. Report on AROC Tech Library – Jim Neill 
·  Jim Neill was not able to be present, report presented by Ed Geller. 

See attachment – AROC – USA Technical Library & for more detail 
·  Jim got 80 calls and 450 emails over the last year. 
·  He has created an “All in One Manual” which is the library’s own creation.  Includes 

service and Tech Service Bulletins. 
·  Jim has also scanned in approximately 130 of the manuals for an electronic version at no 

cost to the club.   
·  The web site needs to have the manual listing updated as 66 new items have been added 

since 2004. 
·  Jim has said he would like to continue in the Librarian position and that was granted.  Jim is 

also active on the Alfa BB.   
 

16. Newsletter Exchange – Bernie Zelazny / John Kay 
a. Report on Newsletter Exchange 

·  Bernie Zelazny and John Kay were unable to attend, so report was given by Brewster 
Thackeray.   

·  Bernie notified us that last year he was stepping down and NLE Editor and John Kay 
volunteered.  John has had problems this year including having his wife die, so the 
transition has been rocky.    

·  Brewster and Gene Kessler have helped get out a couple of the exchanges. 
·  Still looking for an electronic exchange, helps both the local chapters and would help 

with getting chapter event schedules in the Alfa Owner. 
·  Brian Shorey is interested in helping with the electronic exchange.   John Justus said 

that the new website RFP is going to ask for prices to host the electronic exchange.  The 
previous survey only one year ago showed a preponderance of the editors wanted to get 
paper copies.  

·  John Justus said the current list of chapter newsletters is greatly reduced from a couple 
of years ago due most probably to the additional cost of printing, what for most chapters 
is as many copies to the NLE as to their members, maybe even more as a lot of chapters 
have gone to primarily electronic distribution anyway. 

·  The NLE is where each chapter editor sends in a copy to be sent to all the other chapter 
editors so they can reprint articles and get schedules.  The distribution of the aggregated 
copies to the chapter editors happens every couple of months. 

·  Discussion on giving credit for re-used articles. 
 

b. Newsletter Exchange Recognition 
Bernie did the recognition certificates.

17. Convention Chair Convention Manual Changes / updates – Joel Edinburg 
·  Joel has updated the Convention Manual, so it is now current.  Please submit any additional 

ideas/documents to Joel.   
·  Latest version is available from the AROC administrator 
·  Joel has checkoff list available for convention chairs, but Detroit has added a couple of new 

wrinkles that will need to added.    
·  The convention advisor is to provide guidance and not manage the convention.   
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·  Any software developed for convention registration/tracking, etc should be done in a 
generally available package, such as Excel or Word. 

·  Joel indicated he would continue to be the Convention Advisor. 
 
 

18. Concours Chair report – Arno Leskinen 
a. Manual changes/ upgrades 

·  Original version of the manual in 2004, revised in 2006, but no needed revisions since 
then.   

·  Has made some changes in the judging sheets to help out on that front, to get more  
·  A model judging guide has been done for the “Cast Iron 2 liter” cars and a version was 

passed around for review.    These are designed to help the judges in determining what 
the stock vehicle should be like and can be used as a guide if questions come up during 
judging.  Arno is looking for volunteers for to create other guides for other models. 

b. Concours Award 
·  There were 14 cars that received 95 points or higher at the Tulsa convention that are to 

receive the Certificato d’Oro.  See attachment – Certificato d’Oro 2006 
·  Some concern that with the newness of the award and the ongoing judges training 

program we may be giving out scores that are not really accurate for the car.  In reality 
there were probably only half that many that were really 95 point plus cars in 2006. 

·  Not designed to be a program that places a valuation on the car because of the award. 
·  Plaques are time consuming to make and very expensive for the club to provide, over 

$65/plaque and certificate. 
·  Awards to be presented at the next year’s convention banquet, to show the importance 

of the award. 
·  Linda Edinburg is concerned about the expense of the plaques without a sponsor.   
·  Concerns that we might be elevating concours above other comp events. 
·  Still looking for sponsor for this award. 
 

Arno to continue on as Concours Chair. 
 

19. Recruiting / Membership report – Char Sommers/Joe Faherty 
Joe Faherty 
·  Discussion on chapter membership levels.  Char and Joe tried to get the chapter presidents 

to check with the non signups to see if they just forgot to re-up. 
·  Likes the new membership categories, getting more families involved.  
·  Should have a “join the club” in each of the chapter newsletters like in the Owner. 
·  Wants to implement the new “advert” as displayed by NY club. 
·  Joe remembers the years when you got a club membership app when you bought a new 

Alfa. 
·  Joe to take the cards and distribute to the chapters based on chapter membership counts. 
·  Shayna Geller indicates that we need a budget, that if we print them they will sit in the 

chapter president’s closet, the member’s closet, etc.   Maybe we should put one on the web 
site available for printing by whomever wants them 

·  Brewster says that we should do this and send a few to each chapter. 
·  George Linton volunteers the NY chapter to print 5,000 at no charge to AROC and 

distribute them as needed. 
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Char Sommers  
·  Has been working to see why people have left, but that is not returning much information. 
·  Focus should be on recruiting new members.  Proposing membership contest for each 

chapter.  Get a commitment from the chapters to getting 10% membership increase over 
losses for the year.  Char would contact each chapter president.  Prize would be a free 
membership.  Brewster thinks it should be larger and more visible than a free membership 

·  Also suggests we get dealers to fund first year free AROC membership.   
·  Also should get current service centers who do service work to cover a one year 

membership for large repairs for non-members. 
·  Suggestion for those who also sell cars could be contacted. 
·  Discussion on why a dealer would do a free membership?  Suggestion that we provide 

advertising for the dealer who does the most signups. 
·  Casey Annis says that in UK and Australia the clubs provide the info to the dealers and then 

cover the first year for the new members, with the hope that the new owners will continue 
with AROC.   Discussion on reduced time frame membership, like 3-6 months. 

·  Suggestion to approach the Maserati/Alfa dealers to buy Platinum Memberships. 
·  Joe to check with the Maserati/Ferrari in the NW area to give free AROC membership with 

car purchase, funded by chapters or AROC, TBD.

a. Alfa Owner / Parabolica Publishing Report 
Brewster Thackeray 
·  Feedback on Alfa Owner, have had lots of compliments on the full color.  The color ads 

have caught on as well.  The major negative comments was “why were we spending 
more money for color when we were so strapped for cash?”  This is not the case, as we 
got a reduced printing price along with the full color.  The first contact for the new 
printer was through Jolene, who did the basic leg work.  Casey went out and approved 
Layton as well from the publisher’s point of view. 

·  Moved featured car to centerfold position.  
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·  Still needing good articles from the membership, including maybe one per year from 
each Board member.  Ask for people in the chapters to write. August issue has a call for 
more chapter based articles. 

 
Casey Annis – Because we have cut the cost back, Casey has a little less money to pay 
professional writers, but we are getting more member submitted material, as well as better 
quality material. 
·  Harder to create editorial calendar with out a large backlog of articles.  Still need to 

work on getting a backlog of articles. 
·  More positive reviews, even from people who were originally critical.  Do you run 

longer articles or more shorter articles?  Balance needed but not always possible.  
Membership comments are split evenly both ways. 

·  Has asked Craig Morningstar will be writing a monthly column for the Owner.   Could 
be ARI history, historical cars, whatever he wants to do.   Payment an honorarium of 
$100/month, equals the cost of extra issues we are no longer printing.  Should start in 
October issue. 

·  Also starting half page member profile on their cars.  How you got the car, how you 
restored the car, etc.   

·  Casey contacted by a chapter newsletter editor who was not aware that Casey would like 
more local material.   If we get this started it should feed on itself, like the Letters to the 
Editor.  Needs to have a backlog before starting it as a regular column. 

·  Advertising is down, but suggests that we need to get moving again on that. 
 

b. Discussion / Comments  
·  How big is the stockpile of articles now?   Have three or four most months available.  

Generally all are used, but the more there are means that the mix can be varied month to 
month. 

·  Since size of magazine is fixed each month, there is some concern as to total verbiage.  
Currently using a 10 pt font. 

·  Linda Edinburg brought up policy of not discussing anything that is not directly related 
to Alfa Romeo.  Brewster’s article on global warming was mentioned as possibly being 
in violation of this policy.  One of the follow-up letters probably should not have been 
published as it was out of line.  Suggests that Casey please review for suitability and if 
concerned, then check with liaison or Board.   

·  Casey brings up that not running a letter is a slippery slope, where do you draw the line?   
Board needs to set a policy in his view. 

·  A suggested policy is: if we have an issue, then print one letter from each side, rather 
than try to print them all.   If we get more “political” submissions, or inappropriate 
personal attacks those should be respectfully denied publication.   

·  But it did jump start the Letters to the Editor.    
·  Casey asked if there were any other “hidden” policies that he needs to know about?   
·  Cheryl Braden wanted to make sure that AROC pays Craig for his articles.   
·  Question by Dave Beach on whether we should do another Demographic survey this 

year?  Casey indicated that it should be on the whole membership.   Eric Storhok asked 
what the normal response rate on a mailing was and it was said around 5%.  Eric said 
that since 10% of the membership registered for the Detroit convention and we got 
almost 100% of the surveys returned in Tulsa, we would have a bigger response doing it 
at a convention.

Old Website Store: 
 
Website went down around Thanksgiving time and came back up December 8, 2006 
– it dropped 123 orders when they brought it back up so it started up with order 
numbers that had been already used.  It went down due to database space shortage - 
at that time it lost some orders, but I do not know how many.  (Last entry 9/27/2006 
order number 10001942 – the next entry 12/8/2006 order number 1001943.  From 
9/28/06 to 12/7/06 order numbers 1943 through 2065 were dropped when Uniwin 
had to reinstall the store’s software on 12/7/06 – that was their last backup and they 
started over with order number 1943 so there are duplicate order numbers because I 
had already processed the orders 1943 through 2065 before they reinstalled the 
software.) 
 
Website was hacked during the weekend of January 26, 2007 so I took the store 
down.  It was brought back up on February 25, 2007, but went back down on March 
5, 2007.  It went down due to database problems and has been down since then. 
 
Sometime during the end of June, Uniwin (Website Store Software) was testing the 
store and let 16 orders to process on the store part.  On the admin side, they never 
showed up so I have no idea who and what customers ordered.  I only found out 
when four customers called and wanted to know when their orders were going to be 
processed.  The highest order number was 16 orders from the last order that was 
listed on the admin side of the store.  There may be more orders.  The admin side is 
still not working, in fact, from March 5 until the weekend of June 29; I could not get 
into the admin side because Uniwin had me locked out.  
 
Since the website store started in the fall of 2004, it has been down 4 times due to 
database problems. 
 
 
New Website Store: 
 
John and I set up the store on a new website store and was opened on June 29th.  It is 
now up and running.  TwoWest has linked the website store to the new location.
